The League's curtain raiser event was attended by 14 players at Kenilworth Chess Club's venue at the Clarendon Arms.

After some last minute withdrawals and nimble footed adjustments, the event proceeded and came to a successful conclusion with the Stratford team of Colin Searle and Aron Buxton romping away to victory with 7½ pts out of a possible 10.   It was good to see Colin in action again after several year's absence from the local chess scene.   Well done Colin and Aron, and they share a prize of £14.

Two teams came equal second, and each shared a prize of £7, getting 6pts out of 10.   The were the Kenilworth team of Philip Wood and Chris Aldridge, with a scratch team formed just before the start of Gary Jackson (Banbury) and Bruce Holland (Kenilworth).   Phil's performance was of note as he scored 4½ pts out of 5 in the top section, being the higest scoring player for the evening.

The format of the event was as before, with teams of two player with a combined grade of 275 or less.   The tournament was run with all the top board players forming a separate swiss tournament, and the bottom board forming another swiss section.   In the top section we experimented with the Bronstein style time controls, where we allowed 3 minutes as the base time, adding up to 10 seconds after each move.   The total time remaining on the clock can never exceed what remains at the start of each player's move.   This seemed to work and no one complained.   Fischer or Bronstein style time controls are now beginning to make their appearance in Rapidplay congresses, a key advantage is that each player need never run out of time if they approach the management of their time correctly.   Arbiters quite like them since they do not have to keep quite so vigilant an eye on time scrambles.

As there were not enough electronic clocks to go round the lower section played at a rate of 8 minutes a move on analogue clocks.

Bruce Holland was able to take part in the event, since he was using the Tournament Director for Windows software to manage the pairings.  The detailed cross tables follow.
