Minutes of 2009 AGM: These were accepted as a true record and signed by the Chairman. There were no matters arising.

Reports of League Officers

1. Chairman – Bernard Rogers.

A summary of the seasons results was given. Bernard pointed out the added significance in presenting the Division 1 Trophy since Stanley Gibbens who gave it to the League died during the season. Apart from Olton A's  convincing win in Division 1, the leagues were all keenly contested.

2. Secretary – Phil Wood.

There were two matters dealt with during the season, one involving use of mobile phones, the other       

 the offer of a draw.

It was reported that during a league match a mobile phone went off. No claim was made at the time, but later the ''offended'' side claimed the game. The ''offender'' was then phoned, and denied that the incident had occurred. When this was put to the complainant, he decided not to take the matter any further. This avoided  a good deal of wrangling and unpleasantness. 

In another league match a draw was offered when the player offered the draw was to move, and had  

only one minute for 11 moves. The player offered the draw objected to this, saying that it was against the Laws of Chess, things became more heated, and he eventually claimed the game (which he was not entitled to do). Then the opposition claimed the game. After consultation with both Captains and both players the facts were put before the Committee. They studied the position reached (unclear by Fritz's reckoning) and decided that a draw, not to count for grading, was the fairest ruling. We do not have arbiters covering our matches, nor can Captains act as arbiters if they are engrossed in playing their own games. It is better if we avoid such incidents by keeping to the   FIDE draw offer guidelines which were discussed at the AGM two years ago and recorded in the minutes. Secretaries are asked to make sure that their Club members are aware of them. (Unfortunately the Laws of Chess are vague on what penalties are to be applied if they are not followed.) Basically, an offer of a draw must be made after you have made your move but before pressing your clock, and the offer is recorded on the score sheet with a = sign.  Excessive draw offers must not be made.

3. Treasurer – Guy Greenland.

Finances were reported as being in a healthy state, though again we have no income from web advertising. Having an eHandbook has continued to give a small saving. The meeting agreed nem con to an increase in the team fee from £10 to £11 to cover an increase in the ECF game fee.  Thanks were given for all the helpers who made the annual Congress (run by Guy) a success, and a request made for a volunteer as an assistant to the Congress Director.

4. Grading officer – Dave Shurrock.

Rapidplay data were processed in time for the End December deadline. League data processing was well in hand and due for completion by the End May deadline. Secretaries are reminded to send details of new players, especially juniors,along with their date of birth. Internal Club tournament results can be sent for grading as required, the deadline being the second week in June.

5.   Competitions Secretary – Phil Wood

In spite of severe winter weather, these ran smoothly this season, again with about the same number of entries as usual in each section; the new grade boundaries seem to have been set about right using the new ECF revised gradings introduced this year. There were no disputes to deal with, and a few phone calls after Christmas to urge a few people along was all that was needed. It was pleasing to see two strong players tie in the final of the Open.

6. Fixtures Secretary – Steve Rumsby

The weather caused some postponements at the beginning of this year, but all the fixtures were completed by the end of April. 6 matches were defaulted (same as last year) and 34 games were defaulted. There was only one incident over the year.

The League was rather unbalanced this season, aggravated by Olton C and Leamington E withdrawing, leaving the 4 divisions with 7, 7, 10, 9 teams.Olton A were the clear winners in Division 1 with 11 wins, 1 draw and no losses for 23/24 match points and 26/48 game points.

In Division 2 Banbury B were the clear winners with a similar result 11 wins, 1 draw and no losses for 23/24 match points and 23/48 game points.

Division 3 was more closely contested with 4 teams scoring over 20 match points. The winner was Solihull B with 29/36, followed by Daventry A with 26/36.

Nuneaton just won Division 4 with 26/32 closely followed by Solihull C on 25/32.

In the team Knock Out competition, Kenilworth won the Open against Stratford, Solihull won the Under 700 against Daventry and Stratford I won the Under 120 against Leamington I. 

I would like to remind members of rule 34 – players can only take part in Team KOs from round 2 onwards if they have played at least 2 games in the League.  

Can clubs let me have scheduling details as soon as they know them – e.g. dates when teams cannot play, teams not to be scheduled on the same dates etc.

7. Webmaster Report – Steve Rumsby

People generally seem happy with the Website. There has been an increase in usage over the year. E.g. the approximate number of hits/day was about 600 this year compared to about 400 last year and 300 the year before.

I am working on automating the League tables/results. This won’t affect you, but it will mean less work for me. The League tables and team results are produced automatically, and I intend to add in the individual player results and player statistics for next year. Eventually move to on-line entry of results.

For the Individual KO the telephone number password will be set to Gibbins (but if you forget it or you can’t get it to work you can go to the page directly telnos.html).

There were only 4 entries in the best game competition this year.

Any Other Business    

1. Mobile Phones.

2. Steve Rumsby proposed that an opponent should be able to claim the game if a mobile phone goes off, but (s)he only gets half a point, not a full point if the game ends there. This proposal was rejected by a considerable majority.
